If you have your priorities straight and your
relationships in order, no one needs to tell you how often to pray, you pray
constantly; no one needs to tell you not to kill or to steal, you would never
think of harming a beloved brother or sister; no one needs to tell you not to
commit adultery, you honor your own and others’ sexuality from your heart.
